The imperative

We use the imperative when we tell a person to do something. The imperative is easy!  We don’t use the subject  + verb . We just use the verb:
EXAMPLES:
· Come here!

· Open your books now!

· Close the door!

· Cut the onions.

· Cook the pizza in a hot oven.
When we tell a person not to do something we use the auxiliary don’t + the verb:

EXAMPLES:

· Don’t open the window!

· Don’t speak in class!

· Don’t copy from your class mate!
