One year later, on May 1st, 2005, Messi became the youngest player ever to score a league goal for FC Barcelona when he was only 17 years 10 months and 7 days old. On September 25th, 2005 Messi obtained a Spanish citizenship and was finally able to make his debut in this season's Spanish First Division. He had previously been unable to play because FC Barcelona had filled up their entire quota of non-EU players. 
His first great achievements came when he picked up the Golden Boot as top scorer and the Golden Ball for the best player of the tournament despite his youth.
